Heading into Nevada Wildland Fire Awareness Week, May 20 – 26, The Nevada Fire Safe Pinion Hills Chapter is starting work on a water tank installation.  This community has a high hazard fuels, and no developed water system.  Each home has an individual well.   This tank will be located at the center of the community and will not only assist in wildland fire suppression but will also be available for emergency service in case of a structural fire.  Serious threat from wildfire, long response times, and the lack of available water sources to fight wildfire are concerns facing isolated rural communities across the state.
Directions:  
Off of Deer Run Road in Caron City, pass the BLM office and cross the river.  You are now in the Pinion Hills community.  Follow the main road about 3 miles, veer to the right with the Road, keep going one block and you will hit the tanks installation location.
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
