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Protecting Lake Tahoe Homes From Wildfire a High Priority For local Communities

Nevada Wildland Fire Awareness Week, May 20 – 26 

As part of Nevada Wildland Fire Awareness Week, May 20 – 26, The Nevada Fire Safe Council’s Round Hill Chapter held a community clean up day in the Round Hill neighborhood on May 20th.   A Defensible space Demonstration provided residents with information on fire safe plants and landscape options.

Area residents will learn how to create attractive defensible space that meets Best Management Practices (BMP) requirements into their landscape. The Tahoe Douglas Fire Protection District’s chipper program will collect and dispose of  the accumulated fuel. (need dates).

John Pickett,Tahoe Basin Chapter Coordinator for the Nevada Fire Safe Council will be pointing out good and poor plant choices and showing examples of properly landscaped yards for wildfire safety. He will make suggestions about what homeowners can do to their landscapes to better protect their homes from the threat of wildfire. Pickett advises that attendees wear comfortable walking shoes, sunscreen and work clothes.

Similar events are happening around the state, as part of the first-ever Nevada Wildland Fire Awareness Week. Many local, state, and federal agencies concerned about the wildfire threat have come together to plan the week’s activities in an effort to help raise awareness about the wildfire threat in Nevada. “Addressing the wildfire threat at the state level brings the key players in wildfire suppression and homeowners together,” says Jennifer Arrowsmith, Tahoe Basin Coordinator for the Nevada Fire Safe Council. “As residents of the Basin, we all need to work together and be proactive to reduce the threat of wildfire to our homes and neighborhoods.”


Arrowsmith says that there are many things homeowners can do to make their homes safer from the threat of wildfire. Creating defensible space in the area immediately surrounding their homes, and replacing wood-shake roofs with fire-resistant roofs, are critically important steps that can be taken. Videos, DVDs, handouts, and other materials are available to homeowners and groups wanting more detailed information regarding methods to reduce the wildfire threat.
